


 

  

• Consider using “shall” instead of “may” in Section 3.3.2 (last sentence): Supporting documents 
for the meeting !"# be posted on the district website and available at the district office no 
later than 30 minutes prior to the Friday office closing.  

• Consider using a broader term for “chairpersons of employee groups” under Section 3.3.2 
• Consider adding language on Section 3.6 to clarify that public minutes will be posted on the 

district’s website  
• Consider adding language in Section 5.2.5 to indicate that the Board will not formally respond 

to a brief at the meeting where it is presented 
• Mirror the language in Section 13.3 to Section 14.4 with respect to appointing stakeholder 

representatives in advisory committees 
• Consider providing language to clarify definition of “pecuniary interest” in Section 12
